At geva ti lesandi innlit i hugtek og astgdi um altjoda
mannarattindi og religion; at skilja samanspalid og
spenningarnar imillum mannarettindi og religion; at skilja
spenningarnar imillum hugtek sum sekularisering og atrunad,
universalismu og relativismu, rettindi og skyldur,
einstaklingin og samfelagid. Endamalid er at skilja upprunan
til altjoda normar og hvussu normativar triarskipanir sum t.d.
atranadur hevur myndad nationalan og altjoda politikk.

The student will gain knowledge about concepts and theories
on human rights and religion; to understand the interaction
and tensions between human rights and religion and to
understand tensions between concepts such as secularization
and religion, universalism and relativism, rights and duties,
the individual and society. The purpose of the course is to
examine the origins of international norms and how normative
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systems of ideas, such as religion, has shaped national and
international politics.

Content

@11 menniskju hava ngkur grundleggjandi reettindi, sum skulu
virdast og verjast uttan mun til politiskar, mentanarligar og
atranadarligar kringumstgdur. Hetta var endamalid vid ST-
yvirlysingini um universell mannarattindi, sum heimsins lond
samtyktu i 1948. Men visjonin um at sameina heimsins
mentanir og atranadir um ngkur grundleggjandi virdi hevur
verid trupul at umseta til veruleika, og eftir 1948 hava lond og
heimspartar samtykt sini egnu mannareattindi i samljodi vid
egna mentan, atrunad og sidvenjur. Ti hvat er ein
“mannarettur” i roynd og veru? Hvadani stava idealini um t.d.
traarfreelsid, talufrelsid og javnstedu? Er tad yvirhgvur
gjorligt at seta i verk “universell” rattindi i einum
multikulturellum og multireligigsum heimi? Ella eru gll
reettindi relativ i mun til tid, stad og trugv? Hetta tverfakliga
skeidid kombinerar normativa politiska teori, filosofi, segu og
legfradi. Skeidid vidger, hvussu altjoda normar verda til, og
hvussu motstridandi normativar hugmyndir, m.a. atranadur,
mynda badi altjoda og nationalan politikk.

All human beings have certain inalienable rights which should
be respected and defended regardless of political, cultural and
religious circumstances. This noble ambition was the very
purpose of the Universal Declaration of Human Rights
adopted by the UN in 1948. However, the vision of unifying
the world around these values — and across different cultures
and religions — has proven more than difficult. After 1948,
many states and regional alliances have adopted their own
versions of human rights according to their own cultural and
religious particularities. The ongoing tensions between local
particularities and global standards triggers certain key
questions: What is a human right? What are the origins of
values such as freedom of religion and freedom of expression?
Is it possible to implement ‘“universal” rights in a
multicultural and multireligious world? Or are all rights
relative vis-a-vis time, place and faith? This interdisciplinary
course will combine normative political theory, philosophy,
history and law. The course will examine how international
norms emerge, how they travel across borders and how
rivalling normative systems of belief, such as religion, shape
national and international politics.
