Tey  lesandi skulu læra at brúka hugtøk og ástøði at viðgera og 

greina samfelagsvísindalig evni úr sosiologiskum og  antropologiskum 

perspektivi.  

 

The objective is to give the students a basic understanding of sociology 

and anthropology as scientific disciplines with emphasis on concepts, 

theories and methods. The students will learn to use concepts and theories 

to examine and analyse topics in social science from a sociological and 

anthropological perspective. 

Innihald / Content Skeiðið fevnir um klassisk og nýggjari ástøði í sosiologi og antropologi, 

sæð í einum søguligum og samtíðarljósi. Ástøðini verða knýtt at týðandi 

evni innan sosiologi og antropologi, sum t.d. bólkar og stættir, kyn og 

samleiki, trúgv og mentan, búskapur og forbrúk, og familju.

The module covers classical and modern theories in sociology and 

anthropology viewed in a historical and contemporary perspective. The 

theories are connected to key topics in sociology and anthropology, for 

example communities and classes, gender and identity, faith and culture, 

economy and consumption, and family. The course draws connections 

between cases from Faroese society and cases from other societies.
